    In 2002 Marco Rodrigues (Markur), Miguel Evaristo (Santino) and Manuel Diogo (Onishin), best pals from school, decided to enter a photography contest, possibly making some of the worst and messiest pictures in history but creating a name that would represent their bond as friends, music lovers and movie addicts ; “Da Photonz”. From their love for electronic, alternative and hip hop music they started to dj at a local bar called Gaveto, a little experimentation paradise where they were assured all the sonic freedom they wanted, combining the whole musical spectrum into sets of contrastating effect, ranging from sweet melodic mentalism to pure dirt beats and noise. The name now was Da Photonik Barrade, and was pretty much to set their approach to djing almost as a kind of “beat diggers” not necessarily of the musical past.. not necessarily just searching for beats.
    A new transformation occurred as Onishin made a break from djing and the rest of the group started messing with noises and rhythms creating remixes and dj tools, changing the name to simply “Photonz” and djing in Lisbon venues such as the legendary Incognito (www.incognitobar.com) and also Mahjong.
    The first productions started to have some motivating feedback from portuguese dj’s such as Sr Ming, Pinkboy or Rai, and they’ve created a Myspace page (www.myspace.com/photonz) so they could show their new sounds and exchange feedback with other like-minded people. The track “Our fable” managed to catch the attention of Neilon Pitamber from dub Kult fame, and it was quite a thrill to see it describeb by him as “awesome moody shit”, specially when they were already confessed admirers of his work. This encounter proved to be of great timing as Neilon was looking for new music to form a new label called Living Records, making it now possible in near future to Photonz releasing their mix of cinematic inspired acidic funk and hypnotic melodies.
